Apologies had been received from Cllrs Murphy and Stewart.

Clir Wells noted a personal interest in the Inland Border facility as a family member works on the site and a personal
interest in the Village Hall.

To receive report from Borough Councillor

The bridge repairs on Flood Street are now showing as due to be undertaken in 2024.

The Pre-app service for planning applications in Ashford has been suspended as the Planning department need to
concentrate on planning applications. New planning software is to be rolled out as of 4" July.

The Planning Application for the annexe at the Manor is to be decided at the Planning Committee in September.

To receive an update regarding the creation of a green buffer zone in Highfield

Additional archaeological digs have been undertaken on site.

A car broke in to the fencing last week, this has all been cleared.

Additional planting is to be undertaken in September, it was noted that planting to close the gaps has died.

To discuss the current situation at the inland Border facility

There has been little on site development recently. 2 of the IBF sites have been closed due to a lack of demand. The
site is under-used due to the Brexit deal that was reached. There are 1600 dogs waiting in France to join their families
who are in the UK from Ukraine, ClIr Bartlett suggested that the IBF site could be used to process these dogs.

The Goods in to the UK are not being checked and the site is likely to close in 2025.

To receive an update on Highways Issues (Including the Highways Improvement Plan)
The works on the Highways Improvements agreed is anticipated to begin in July/August. The pedestrian in street sign
has been erected near the Sports Club and is appreciated.

To receive an update regarding the Village Hall
Clir Wells reported that the building works have begun. There is a Village Hall meeting on 4" July; the developer is to
attend this meeting.

To receive any update on the Platinum Jubilee Celebrations
The Jubilee Celebrations were well attended; it is thought that 400 people attended the celebrations. Thanks were
extended to the Parish Council for their support.

The parking issues have improved a little but there are still problems for the owners of the property next to the shop.

It was suggested that paths should be defined separate to
vehicular access.

If there is strong interest from a group of residents wanting to purchase the land used for parking, if they come
forward, the Parish Council would be willing to listen and assist where possible within the scope of the role of a Parish
Council.
